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Privatization as an Element of Systemic Transformation of
the Economy of Tajikistan

The article considers the analysis of privatization course beginning with the 1995th to
2003d, problems emerged in thisfield and ways of their solution in the Republic of Tgjikistan.

Radical economic changes anticipated to be conducted till the 2000s involved accel erated
privatization of the state ownership, creation of securities market and de-monopolization of
separate branches of the economy.

The efforts of conducting rapid and wide scale privatization as soon as possible brought
to asituation where privatization in the country obtained the following characteristic features:

- unorigina organizational-legitimate forms of the enterprises that should undergo
privatization,

- drawing privatization enterprises aside problems of functioning with no support,

- low estimation of funds of privatization enterprises, sale of a considerable portion of state
capital at reduced prices or transferring them into enterprises’ ownership free of charge,

- actualy non-formed solvent demand for privatization property.

The analysis of privatization process demonstrated that at a first stage the quantity of
adopted normative documents was insufficient. In addition to it, normative acts of the state and
managing powers were essentially non-perfect and caused dozens problems to be solved
immediately right in privatization process.

External Debt of Tajikistan and Its Sustainability

This paper is devoted to one of the most urgent problems of Tajikistan’s economy, i.e.
external debt and its sustainability within systemic transformation process. Based on the
available satistical data from the major sources (IMF, World Bank, EBRD, OECD) the
problems of structure and dynamics of external debt during the period of 1992-2003 are
analyzed. These data indicate that like most CIS countries, the rate of growth of Tajikistan's
external debt has been very rapid over afairly short period of time. The sources of this stock are
primarily from borrowing from bilateral and multilateral creditors. The study shows that a
complex combination of external and internal factors caused a large amount of Tajikistan’s debt
burden. The study found that the external obligations of Tajikistan are amost entirely budgetary
liability of the central government. In many cases, non-government borrowing is guaranteed by
the state, or implicitly isacontingent liability of the government.

Regarding debt sustainability, based on HIPC criteria (NPV debt-to-exports ratio and the
NPV debt-to-fiscal revenue ratio), this study shows that Tajikistan’s external debt situation,
particularly during 1999-2003, was not sustainable. Although much of Tajikistan’s external debt
is concessional, with relatively low interest rate, however Tgjikistan’s debt service burden is
more problematic.

Since end-2002, Tajikistan’s debt indicators have improved modestly because of a high

rate of growth of real GDP, strong fiscal revenue growth, as well as bilateral debt rescheduling.
However, it should be noted that signing an agreement on debt asset swap between the
governments of Tagjikistan and Russia in October 2004 has significantly reduced the external
debt burden of Tajikistan in terms of debt service ratio and per capita debt.
In conclusion, the author attempted to show some policy recommendations on improving
external debt situation. Efforts to deal with this problem should concentrate on both internal and
external fronts. The effectiveness of the measures to reach a balanced level of debt so that it can
be used to support development depends both on debtor and creditors alike.
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National Government and Religion: Problemsand
